§  180.7.  Interpretation of district boundaries. 
 
 The boundaries between districts are, unless otherwise indicated, either the center line 
of STREETS, roads, alleys or railroad rights-of-way, or such lines extended or lines parallel 
thereto, or the side or rear lines of LOTS of unsubdivided acreage.  Where figures are shown 
on the Zoning Map between a STREET, road, alley or railroad right-of-way and a district 
boundary line, they indicate that the district boundary line runs parallel to the STREET, road, 
alley or railroad right-of-way line at a distance therefrom equivalent to the number of feet so 
indicated.
