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Whitehall Borough Police Department to receive funding for Body Worn Cameras

Whitehall Borough Police Department is in the process of obtaining body worn cameras for all our police officers.  This project began earlier this year with a grant application to the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency.  The grant application will provide federal funding in the amount of $22,044, requiring an agency match.

We are pleased to announce that we are in the final approval stage for grant funding and should have the Body Worn Camera program implemented by the end of this year.  Before being issued body worn cameras, officers will have to undergo extensive training on their use as well as the Department’s policy on when and how they should be deployed.  

Research has shown improved police-citizen encounters when both sides know there is some level of accountability for their actions.  The new body worn cameras will integrate with our existing in-car camera system and allow us to capture video from multiple vantage points.  The end result is increased accountability and transparency, which enables us to provide the best possible service to the residents and visitors of Whitehall Borough.        

In addition, we would like to thank Whitehall Borough Mayor Nowalk and all members of Council for their continued support of the Body Worn Camera Project.
